I. INTRODUCCION

En 1945, Japdn se recuperd de la derrota de la Segunda Guerra Mundial
y logré un rapido crecimiento econdémico en fos anos sesenta. Sin
embargo, la concentracién de la poblacién rural en las zonas urbanas se
agravé, las zonas rurales perdieron su fuerza debido a la despoblacién y
las diversas culturas y comunidades que se habian desarrollado en cada
parte de Japdn comenzaron a decaer. En estas circunstancias, un
movimiento de desarrollo regional que vinculd el turismo con la naturaleza
y la cultura locales que no se encuentran en las areas urbanas surgié de
los residentes y gobiernos locales de base y se desarrolld a nivel nacional
como un movimiento de preservacién de la naturaleza y la cultura o un
movimiento de preservacién del paisaje urbano en cooperacidén con
investigadores del campo, museos, universidades y otras organizaciones.
Este movimiento de turismo comunitario (TCC) para la preservaciéon del
patrimonio y el desarrollo turistico es poco comun en el mundo, y su
acumulacién se ha introducido en el campo de la conservaciéon
arqueoldgica en el Pert desde la década de 1990, y en el siglo XXl se ha
combinado con el Desarrollo Ecomuseo avanzado y aplicado a la
cooperacién internacional en Medio Oriente (Jordania, Palestina), Africa
(Etiopia, Zimbabwe), Pacifico Sur (Fiji), América del Sur (Perd) y otras
regiones a través de JICA. En Per0, actualmente se estd implementando
en forma de conservacion y utilizacion del patrimonio cultural de Paco
Pampa a través de métodos de Ecomuseo y en forma de apoyo a la
conservacion del paisaje cultural y el desarrollo turistico en el UUV (Valie
Alto de Utcubamba).

El presente curso de especializacidn colaborard con destacados
investigadores en campos afines (turismo, economia, arqueologia,
arquitectura, etc.) de la Universidad Nacional Toribio Rodriguez de
Mendoza de Amazonas (UNTRM), donde se implementa el Programa de
Apoyo al Desarrolio del Ecomuseo de la UUV, para brindar conferencias y
seminarios a graduados. estudiantes que son los futuros lideres del
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desarrollo de la TCC en la regién. Especificamente, utilizando ejemplos de
cooperacién técnica en Japén y en el extranjero, el Dr. Yuiji Seki y el Dr.
Noriaki Nishiyama dardn conferencias sobre lo que es la tecnologia de
desarrollo comunitario de base “CBT'. en Japdn y cédmo se estd
desarrollando como teoria del desarrollo.

Community-based cultural heritage conservation and utilization, and tourism

development
1. Purpose of the Lectures and Exercises (draft)

In1945, Japan recovered from the defeat in World War Il and achieved rapid economic
growth in the 1860s. However, the concentration of the rural population in urban areas
became serious, rural areas lost their strength due to depopulation, and the diverse
cultures and communities that had developed in every part of Japan began to
decline. Under these circumstances, a regional development movement that linked
tourism to local nature and culture not found in urban areas emerged from grassroots
local residents and local governments and developed nationwide as a nature and
culture preservation movement or a townscape preservation movement in
cooperation with researchers in the field, museums, universities, and other
organizations. This community-based tourism (CBT) movement for heritage
preservation and tourism development is rare in the world, and its accumulation has
been introduced to the field of archaeological conservation in Peru since the 1990s,
and in the 2ist century, it has been combined with the advanced Ecomuseum
Development and applied to international cooperation in the Middle East (Jordan,
Palestine), Africa (Ethiopia, Zimbabwe), South Pacific (Fiji), South America (Peru), and
other regions through JICA. In Pery, it is currently being deployed in the form of the
conservation and utilization of the Paco Pampa cultural heritage through Ecomuseum
methods and in the form of support for cultural landscape conservation and tourism
development in the UUV (Upper Utcubamba Valley).

This chair will collaborate with leading researchers in related fields (tourism,
economics, archaeology, architecture, etc.) at the National University “UNTRM" in
Amazonas, where the UUV Ecomuseum Development Support Program is being
implemented, to provide lectures and seminars to graduate students who are the
future leaders of CBT development in the region. Specifically, using examples of
technical cooperation in Japan and abroad, lectures will be given by Dr. Yuji Seki and
Or. Noriaki Nishiyama on what the technology of grassroots community development
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“CBT in Japan is and how it is being developed as a development theory. The lecture
also aims to share the contents, principles, and methodology of the UUV project, which
will be completed in early 2025, with faculty members and graduate students through

practical (field) exercises.
2. Contents and Method of the Lecture {draft)

(1) community-based conservation and utilization of cultural heritage [Dr. SEKI
Yuji
Lecture 1: “The establishment of museums in Japan and their new role in modern

society”

- Museums, which were established in Japan as the ideological foundation of
the modern nation, have now taken on a wide variety of roles, including
tourism, international exchange, contributions to welfare and industry, and
support for regional development. While introducing this point, we will look into
the future of cultural heritage protection.

Lecture 2: “Attribution of cultural heritage™
- Generally speaking, in every country, the organization in charge of cultural
heritage is determined based on the law. There is also a group of experts in the
field of cultural heritage. However, there are often conflicts between those
involved in cultural heritage and the local communities where cultural heritage
exists. We will examine the causes of this while introducing examples such as
the issue of the return of mummies and artifacts in Peru.

Lecture 3: “Why are cultural heritage sites destroyed?”

-  We will provide theoretical consideration on why the human-induced
destruction of cultural heritage (illegal occupation and grave theft), which is
even more serious than natural disasters and climate change, occurs, based
on the case of Peru, and present ways to overcome the problem.

Lecture 4 “Community-based discovery, conservation and utilization of cultural

heritage (1) (Kuntur Wasi)”

- We will introduce Japan's international cooperation framework and specific
exampiles in Latin America related to cuitural heritage. As an example, we will
introduce the case of collaboration with the community regarding artifacts
excavated from the cultural heritage of the Kuntur Wasi located in Cajamarca

region.
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Lecture 5 “Community-based discovery, conservation and utilization of cultural
heritage (2) (Pacopampa)”

- Using the case study of the cultural heritage of Pacopampa in Cajamarca
region, where a joint Japan-Peru survey is being conducted, we will show the
positive impact that the research results have had on the community's
historical views and activities, and the possibility of comprehensive
conservation and utilization of cultural heritage based on this.

(2) community-based tourism development with the cultural heritage [Dr.
NISHIYAMA Noriaki]

Lecture 6 “Postwar Japan's economic development and the resolution of urban and
regional problems - the genealogy and achievements of CBT

development”

- We will learn about the community-based grassroots regional development
movement that arose in response to the problems of depopulation and decline
in rural areas caused by Japan's high economic growth, which is said to be the
most successful developing country in the postwar world in terms of regional
development.

Lecture 7 “Philosophy, development methods, examples from around the world
(France, England, Peru) of Eco~-Museum”

- Japan's regional development movement matured in the movement for
environmental conservation, and local heritage and landscape protection,
and in the 1990s it encountered the idea of the Eco-Museum, which originated
in France. We will learn about the philosophy and examples from France
(cleuzeau-Montsolemille), England (lronbridge Gorge), and Peru (Tucume) of
the Eco-Museum.

Lecture 8 “Japanese Cultural Landscape and Destination Management Case
Studies (Shirakawa-go, Aso)”

- We will learn about the concept of living heritage and cultural landscapes
based on international discussions related to the World Heritage Convention.
And we will consider the affinity of cultural landscapes with Eco-Museum and
their relationship with destination image formation as tourism development
through the examples of Shirakawa-go, a world cuitural heritage site, and Aso,

which is aiming to be registered as a world heritage site.

Lecture 9 “Japanese Eco-Museum and destination management case study (Hagi,
Taketomi island)”

We will learn about diverse Eco-Museum examples.

Lecture 10 “Examples of Japanese technical cooperation of Eco-Museum
development method (Jordan, Ethiopia, Zimbabwe)"

- We will learn about the examples of technology transfer of Japanese CBT and
Eco-Museum development methods from the case studies of the historic city
of Salto (Jordan), Simien (Ethiopia), which worked to protect the nature of a
world natural heritage site through Eco-Museum activities, and Chesvingo
(zimbabwe) which developed villages around the world cultural heritage site
of Great Zimbabwe.
